Burrows raised the matters of pavement and footpath access to Holland Rise and across the Green to the
Huntingfield Arms, overgrown trees in Holland Rise preventing delivery vehicle access and inoperative
streetlights. It was commented that the railings on the pub access were unstable and noted that County
Councillors had a pot of grant money to be used for small highway projects. Clir Burrows proposed a sign to
encourage more considerate parking near the Green pathway. It was agreed that a working group,
incorporating concerned residents, should be set up to investigate and provide a report to a future council
meeting.
